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 Introduction:


This is a yearly publication based on the data published by the Central Bureau of Statistics (C.B.S.) of the State of Israel, departments of the Kibbutz Movement and other Kibbutz Movement or related institutions, such as the Association of Kibbutz Industries and the Agricultural Center. 

There is no uniformity in the definitions by the various institutions. The difference is not merely a technical one of definition: it relates to different situations: The Movement’s data relate only to kibbutz members and their families, while the C.B.S. data reflect the whole community living in the locality; that is why we publish these data separately. 
The booklet comprises regular sections dealing with the population, education, work and occupations, industry, members of kibbutzim and the development of changes on kibbutz. In addition to these sections, every year we add a chapter dealing with a specific aspect of the kibbutz. This year the additional section deals with rural lodging and Regional councils and continue the section on judicial verdicts concerning the kibbutz.

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Abstract
In comparison with the prevalent trend of the majority of the Jewish population to settle in the center of Israel, and in a small number of urban localities, 80% of the kibbutz population lives in the north or south and only a marginal number in the center of the country. This population’s willingness to take upon itself the implementation of the Zionist policy of determining the country’s borders by agricultural settlement, even before the state’s policy of dispersing the Jewish population, was the reason for the establishment of kibbutzim on the country’s borders as settlements with a rural character.

Population: After the low point that followed the 1985 crisis, recent years have seen a slow increase in the number of kibbutz residents, but it is still premature to say that this signifies a change in trend. At the end of 2004 the kibbutz population reached 116,000 in 266 kibbutzim and its percentage in the Jewish population was 2.1%.

In recent years the kibbutz population has been undergoing an aging process. In 2004 the median age (the age at which half of the population is above and half below) was 30.0 in comparison with 25.8 in 1989. Despite the fact that this figure is still lower than the median age of the Jewish population in Israel, which is 30.5, the relatively rapid rate of the rise in age of the kibbutz population is notable.

The level of education of the kibbutz population is relatively high, and there are practically no people who are not elementary school graduates. The majority of second-generation kibbutz members are high school graduates, but due to long-lasting opposition on the part of the kibbutz movements to formal education there is a relative lag in academic education, mainly in higher degrees.

Work and professions: Comparing the data relating to professions in the Jewish population in comparison with the kibbutz shows a gap to the disadvantage of the kibbutz, both in utilizing extant human capital, and in opportunities for interesting and challenging work for its members. In recent years there appears to be a growth in managerial activities and in higher-level occupations in which kibbutz members engage, mainly as employees outside the kibbutz.

Industry: After years of an economic recession, 2004 saw a rise in investments in Israeli industry, as well as in export and in the number of employees in the kibbutz industry. The kibbutz industry, which continued growing even during the years of recession, has enjoyed the change and its scope of sales has reached NIS 27 million this year, an increase of approximately 10.4% in comparison with 2003. Exports (including activity abroad) increased by 15.5% and reached NIS 12 billion.

Rural tourism: Like other villages in the periphery, numerous kibbutzim have adopted rural tourism as an additional and important source of income. Due to their geographical dispersion, many kibbutzim are situated in magnificent landscapes and open spaces and they make good use of their resources (buildings and personnel) that have become available due to the technological and economic changes that have taken place in recent decades. In 2004, there were a total of 109 guest units in the kibbutzim – 71 in the north, 25 in the south, 10 in the Jerusalem area, and three in the center of the country.

The income of the kibbutz sector: The long-term trends of the kibbutz economy indicate the expansion of industry at the expense of agriculture, and a drop in the percentage of work in the services, or their transformation into “business ventures” (selling services to the population outside the kibbutz, for example, caring for children from outside the kibbutz in the children’s houses). This trend reflects an effort to cope with the economic crisis by increasing the percentage of employees in the production branches, and expanding income-generating business, which is manifested in an increase in ancillary branches.

Rural lodging appears to be an important source of income in numerous kibbutzim.
